The initial strikes 

saw MiG-27s carrying out offensive sorties, with MiG-21s providing fighter 

cover. However, the IAF suffered losses, including the downing of a MiG-21 

and a MiG-27, and the loss of a Mi-17 helicopter. The IAF reassessed its 

strategy, withdrawing helicopters from offensive roles and introducing the 

Mirage 2000, which proved effective in striking high-altitude targets.
