A strange nation ?

The travelogue of Abdur Razzaq written in the 1440s is an interesting
mixture of emotions and perceptions. On the one hand, he did not
appreciate what he saw in the port of Calicut (present-day Kozhikode) in
Kerala, which was populated by “a people the likes of whom I had never
imagined”, describing them as “a strange nation”.

Later in his visit to India, he arrived in Mangalore, and crossed the
Western Chats. Here he saw a temple that filled him with admiration :
