They may be edible roots, stems, leaves, fruits
and seeds. Each group contributes to diet in its:own -way. They are

To derive maximum benefits of their nutrients, vegetables should:
be consumed fresh as far as possible. An important confideration in
making Salads is that vegetables should be fresh, crisp and completely
dry. Farinaceous vegetables consist of starchy roots. If vegetables
have to be cooked, it should be ensured that their nutritive value
is preserved to the maximum extent possible. The vegetables after
wash should be cut into as largé piece as possible. The cut pieces
should be added to water which has been brought to its boiling point
and to which salt has been added. -

Vegetables should not be exposed to atmospheric air. They
should be covered tightly while cooking. They should be cooked till
they are just soft to the touch for easy mastication. Vegetables should
not be cooked in aluminium utensils. There is scientific evidence
to show that tiny particles of aluminium from food cooked in such
utensils enter the stomach and that the powerful astringent properties
of aluminium injure the sensitive lining of the stomach, leading to
gastric irritation, digestive and intestinal ailments.

An intake of 280 grams of vegetables per person per day
is considered essential for maintenance of good health.
