It was essential to look, ‘civilized® that
is, European, that was price of success, and all of them had to pay
for it. Kasturba Bai could not have been entirely dissatisfied. At
twenty-seven, her husband was on the crest of the wave of fortune,
everything they could want seemed at last within their grasp. He had
reached the stage where most youngman'’s experimentation come
to an end.

But the political and social repression of all Indians in South
Africa, and cspecially_the desperate condition of those who come
as labourers on system equivalent to legalised slavery, had made a
deep impression on Gandhi. One of those men, who had been beaten
severely by his employcer, came to Gandhi for help, and through
him Gandhi came to know about their families and how they lived.
Gradually he began to forget about himself in trying to find time and
resources to alleviate the suffering of these people. They were his
brothers and sisters; he identified them more and more every day.

Their suffering became his suffering.

When the black plague broke out in the squalid Indian ghetto
of Johannesburg, the sick and dying were taken to an abandoned,
quarantined building where a heroic English nurse spent long hours
alone caring for them. Many years later she related that in the evening
at the height of the epidemic a small figure appeared at the door, She
shouted a warning : “Get out! This is plague.” But the man quietly
replied, “Its all right. I've come to help you.”
