A weak state uses asymmetric warfare as a force equaliser against a powerful opponent.
This is exemplified by Pakistan’s use of terrorism against India for most of the 65 plus years
since partition, a practice it has intensified since the 1990’s - New strategies need to be evolved
and capacities built and sustained to counter the new modes of terrorist attacks.
