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Higher Education leads to the
expansion of scientific, technical and
philosophic  brain-power. There then

emerges a knowledge-society that builds
immense capacity of innovations and
successful scientific experiments to unearth
the mysteries of nature and develop human
capabilities to explore and enslave them
and attain ‘super-power’. In terms of social
response, higher education creates social
awareness and responsibility, as observed
in reduced family size, late marriages,
reduced dependency and social welfare
programmes for children, aged and the
physically challenged. One of the major
achievement of higher education is the
slowing down of population growth.

Technical ~ Education,  specially
among women opens a window of
opportunity, combining high qualification
with low dependency ratio, higher age at
marriage, low fertility rates and greater
women empowerment.

One underlying current through all
stages of education is the moral education.
From kindergarten to Research, training in
moral and ethical values is essential to
make education ethically viable, socially
useful and intellectually innovative. It is
our experience that the more we learn and
learn with a degree of moral and ethical
code of conduct, the more we generate
quality citizens and compromise quantity
of human numbers with quality of life of
our citizens. Rightly said then, ‘Education
and  development are the  Best
contraceptives’.
