Supporters of participant observation have argued that, compared to other research
techniques, it is least likely to lead to the sociologist imposing his reality on the social
world he seeks to understand. It, therefore, provides the best means of obtaining a valid
picture of social reality. With a structured interview, a predetermined set of questions
which the interviewee is requested to answer — or a mailed questionnaire : a set of printed
questions to which the respondent is asked to provide written answers — the sociologist
has already decided what is important. With present questions he imposes his framework
and priorities on those he wishes to study.
