In the context of feminism, concepts like “autonomy’, ‘freedom” and ‘choice’ can be read only
within the historical context of their utterance. It is important to recall that the language of self-
reliance and non-alignment of a pre-liberalised era also, stemmed from a desire for freedom and
dignity.
