About one in 10 girls around the world experiences serious sexual violence, the UNICEF has
said in a major report detailing the staggering extent of sexual, physical and emotional abuse
faced by young people. The report found that 120 million girls and female adolescents under 20
had endured rape or other forced sexual acts, with such experiences especially in some
developing countries about 70% of girls suffer sexual violence in the Democratic Republic of
Congo and Equatorial Guinea, and an estimated 50% in Uganda, Tanzania and Zimbabwe.
