If a
tree has not given fruit in a particular year, the owner, accompanied by three or four friends,
walks menacingly towards it with an axe and loudly announces his intention of cutting down
the tree. His friends persuade him not to do so. When he has gone they berate the tree for
not giving fruit and advise it to give plenty of fruit the next time if it wants to live. The method
is said to give good results.
