EITHER  

Theme A 

Objects required:   A ladies hand bag with a handle, a mobile phone, a pair of 

sunglasses and a closed colourful umbrella. 

Arrangement:  Arrange all the items to form an interesting composition. The 

items should be placed a few inches below the eye level. 

OR 

Theme B 

Objects required:   A big transparent jar, sugar, seasonal fruits (4 - 5 varieties) and a 

spoon. 

Arrangement:  A spoon is placed in the jar which is half filled with sugar. 

Arrange fruits aesthetically around or below the sugar jar.
