EITHER
Theme A

A detailed study of a “Bitter gourd” half cut from center. Two pieces should be
kept so that the outer and inner study of a specimen can be depicted. Special
attention should be paid to colour, texture, form and structure.

OR
Theme B

A detailed study of an orchid (any variant) (If not available any other flower from
the variegated kind).” Special attention should be given to character, form,
composition, structure and colouring.
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
