The people of Tibet believe (aﬁ'éﬁﬁl‘) that visions of the future (81'FA='Q") can be

seen in the waters of this lake. There are many such holy lakes in Tibet, but Lhamoi Latso
is the most celebrated (ﬁﬁ'ﬂ]ﬂﬁl%‘ﬁl\l‘) of them all.
