Other people, however, think that the computer is largely a negative

factor.

They also wonder whether the use of the small computers called
calculators is not creating a generation of mathematics _illiterates. A
more serious change is that without computers nuclear weapons and
'{t_lodem warfare would be impossible. Then, there is concern about

the opportunity for invasion of individual privacy because of the

huge amount of data about people stored in and accessible from

computers.

As a school boy Dr. Alfred Adler, the famous Psychiatrist, got off

to a bad start in arithmetic. His teacher became convinced that he was

‘dumb in mathematics’.

Adler positively accepted the evaluation and his marks seemed to
prove it correct. One day, however, he had a sudden flash of insight
and announced that he thought he could solve a problem the teacher
had put on the board which none of the'othcr pupils could solve.

The whole class laughed. Whereupon he became indignant strode to

the blackboard and solved the problem. In doing so he realized that
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he could understand arithmetic. He felt a new confidence in his

ability and went on to become a good mathematics student.

The point is that Adler had been hypnotized by a false belief about
himself. For the power of hypnosis is the power of belief. If you
have accepted an idea from yourself, your teachers. parents, friends
or .any other source and if you are convinced that the idea is true,
it has the same power over you as the hypnotist's words have over
his subject.

Negative thinking can limit each of us if we let it. And, conversely

within your right now is the power to do things you never dreamed

possible.
