Thes? dogs, known as “service dogs’, can
also be trained to push and pull wheelchairs and do other duties like alerting
their owners to sounds of doorbells, phones, alarm clocks and even dial 911 on
large-keyed phones. Besides, these FIOgS provide companionship and
unconditional love for the people they assist. Indeed they are man’s best friend.

For Mike, 30, who has been PafaI_YZEd since he snapped his neck while
falling from a rock ten years ago his trained dog, Max, has become his constant
companion and assistant. “1 used to feel h.elpless and frustrated for having to
depend on people all the time pefore the arrival of Max. I felt I was a big burden
and nuisance to them. After Max came along, I felt much better. He is always
with me and does his duties without the slightest fuss or annoyance.
