They
should pay all the taxes due tc chea. They should not indulge in any illegal
and antisocial activity. They should be true patriots and noble sons of their
motherland. While it is their right to have social security, it is their duty not
to do anything that might ends nger the security of their motherland. It is

their duty to give their all whep the security of the nation is endangered.
